According to Ouest
International, an educator training organiza-
tion, 'School climate is the feel of a school—the
mood and atmosphere you sense the moment
you enter a school building. You want a climate
that promotes learning, A cold, dreary school cli-
mate isn't one your son or daughter would
want to be in for verylong.

What causes a school to have a warm, positive
climate? A lot depends on how people interact.

When your son or daughter comes into con-
tact with a lot of different people during the
day, that affects the schools climate. [t may
start out with the way the bus driver treats
your child, or the way other students interact
with her or him.Then there could be an interac-
tion with a school secretary, counselor, teacher,
coach, cook, custodian, and so on. The way
people feel about the school will affect how
they treat each other, and vice versa.

One persons attitude can make a significant
difference. At ohe school in Minneapolis,
Minnesota, everybody could count on the
school secretary. She always had a smile on her
