Please encourage students not to wait until the last minute to prepare their projects.  There will be class time designated to the development of certain aspects of the project.  However, students will need to commit some time at home in order to produce a quality project.  Students may receive assistance from adults.  Based on the schedule the project will account for 5 daily grades and two major grades.  Failure to complete the project will have a profound negative effect on the student’s average.
